INFRASTRUCTURE:

Like all Birla schools, B.K. Birla Centre for Education is a power house
of proficient teaching faculty and state-of- the-art infrastructure, making
the learning method exhilarating and rewarding.

ACADEMIC BLOCK:

Our Academic Block consists of 22 unique teaching blocks, with each
class from IV to X having its own computer and TV screen.
